Help Passing Your Flight Test

· Allow enough time for the checkride so you won’t feel “pressured” by other commitments.

· Ask your instructor to explain how to use and understand the PTS.

· Learn how to apply the knowledge you gain from your training.

· Go over the checklist in the PTS with your instructor to ensure you have met all the requirements for the test.

· Put together a plan covering the tasks in Area of Operation I of the PTS.

· Ensure you have current aeronautical charts.

· Go over your logbook to verify you meet the qualifications and have all the required endorsements, and the application form is correct.

· Get enough sleep the night before the flight test.

· Contact your examiner the evening before the test to confirm your appointment.

· Take time to eat breakfast or lunch the day of the test.

· Think and act like a sport, private, or commercial pilot.
